The safety of a boat and her entire management including insurance shall be the sole
responsibility of the owner/person in charge who must ensure that the boat and crew are
adequate to face the conditions that may arise in the course of the race. The race organisers
shall not be responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury however caused to the
owner/person in charge or crew, as a result of their taking part in the race or races. Moreover,
every owner/person in charge, warrants the suitability of the boat for the race or races. This
condition does not override any statutory rights.

3. Condition of Entry

This is a one-day event open to all Juniors under 18yrs on the day of the event.
The RYA Portsmouth Yardstick Scheme as set out in the current YR2 will be used.
There will be one start for all classes of boat.

Entries by persons under 18yrs old must be counter signed by their parent or guardian.
